Welcome, Quilt-Lovers


Our BVQG March meeting takes place on Monday evening, March 17, at 7:00 p.m. in the Seward Civic Center. Our theme for the night is “Getting to Know You!” It will also feature Small Group Reports so that all Guild members will know what kinds of friendship and quilt opportunities are available through our organization.


“Getting to Know You” – Quilters will have a chance to visit with each other and to meet quilters from “the other side of the room”! Quilters are welcome to bring something from home –such as a quilt project, fabric, or other interesting item – that indicates something about themselves or what they enjoy doing or making. This will be a conversation starter to help get your group talking. It may be a surprise to find what quilters have in common!

“Small Group Report”- There are several fun-loving groups from our Guild. Are you a member of one? Would you like to be involved in one? This will be a time for groups to be identified. A spokesperson(s) for each group will say a few words about what a group has been doing this past year and what activities or projects are coming up.


(Here are some small groups we know about, but of course, there may be others, too. All groups are welcome to say something. Groups: The Street Pins, Wandering Threads, Unfinished Business, The Back Alley Bunch Evening Society, Little Women Group from Fabric Fair….)


Our Monday meeting will also feature a Stash Sale from Sharon Wagner, Osmond, NE, who will bring fabric and patterns from her shop “The Fabric Patch” which is no longer in business. Much of her fabric is already cut and marked in individual packages for us. Other fabric is $2.50 per yard and patterns range from 25¢ to $4. It sounds like she has plenty to share, including lots of holiday fabric. Her display will be set up on the early side so that BVQG members can begin shopping at about 6:30 on Monday evening! 

Monday will be the beginning of our “Orphan Block Round Robin”! This sounds like so much fun. 1. Bring an Orphan Block and a few scrap fabrics you like (opt.) in a paper bag to the March BVQG meeting.  2. The bag will then be put into a big basket and you will draw out a bag and take it home and complete the round robin instructions. 3. You can only use your fabric scraps or fabric from your stash to complete the round.  4. You will then bring the bag back and put it in the basket at the next meeting and draw another bag out and take it home and complete the instructions given. (If you get your own block that is okay.)   5. In August we will display the round robins and you will be able to claim your original orphan block for your own.


At the March Monday meeting you will receive directions for Round Two!
March is also the month we bring UFOs! Yes, it’s that time already. For the brave and “completion challenged”, this is the time to bring your unfinished project to guild. 
Share your quilting intentions – these are to be completed by next November. You’ve got plenty of time, right? Don’t worry, we’ll keep track. So bring your project and your goal! Let’s see your UFO – speaking of “seeing”, is it possible we might see some unfinished projects that were never finished from last time around?


We’ll also have Show’n’Tell and refreshments (Ardith Roebke, Marian Fosler).
